In 2005, direct aid for disaster relief totaling1%53863.45
was granted to over 7500 families.

Over 8,000 homes in the Diocese of Houma-Thibodaux
flooded during Hurricane Rita. Hundreds of homes
flooded by Katrina on Grand Isle flooded again dgri
Rita or just washed away. Beginning less than 240
after Rita struck, CSS delivered cleaning supaies
other items to local victims at five staging aralmg
each affected bayou. Parishes spared the flooding
organized caravans of relief supplies and delivered
them to families in the affected parishes. The KCs
again cooked thousands of meals. St. Vincent de Pau
societies provided clothing, furniture and appliesic

At year end, unmet, long-term recovery needs were
being addressed under the leadership of CSS and
TRAC, a local non profit co-founded and partially
funded by CSS. CSS case managers are counseling
hundreds of families and providing assistance with
furniture, appliances, elevations, home repaioudl
insurance, sewer treatment plants & other recovery
items. This CSS casework will continue for several
years.

Volunteers at all food banks contributed more than
19,472 hours of service in 2005. A United Way grant
was again awarded to the food banks.

Funding for Self-Help Groups The other aspect of
CCHD'’s mission is to provide funding for self-help
programs that encourage organized groups of lowrTec
people to work together to solve common problems.
Annual Collection- Each year, on the weekend before
Thanksgiving, a national collection is held in Amcan
Catholic parishes to support CCHD. Seventy-five
percent of the collection funds self-help projects
throughout the country; twenty-five percent remams
the diocese to support local CCHD efforts.

Sixteen parishes have committed their efforts as
TARGET parishes to educating for justice, workinghw
funded groups, and supporting the campaign.
Collectively they increased their total $9,000 ozt
year.
